My dream of founding a gallery of classic Western
European Art has been on my mind for a long time
before it got materialized in an incredible way by the
New Bulgarian University. And while the architectural
creation of architect Zarko Uzunov was taking shape
wrapped in light, the space amazed me. Despite
the heavy presence of classicism in the halls
of the new UniArt gallery, it looked like they were
longing for something more.

The idea that the permanent exhibition could be
enriched with contemporary works of Bulgarian artists —
sculptors, was provoked by my curiosity to observe the
potential creative collision between classicism and moder-
nity. Eclecticism is blown up by the implemented artistic
spatial harmony. In the contact with classicism the
accelerating digitalized cultural time has buried
its ‘ticking’. The presence of the cleaned to perfection
plastic works of Pavel Koychev, Velichko Minekov,

Emil Popov and the other pivotal figures brought

a new dimension to the exhibition. Behind the ostensible
absence of address of the works shows the speaking
silence of the sculptors of a multifaceted conceptual
optics. Tearing the cobweb of their own intellectuality,
each of them demonstrates his intimate vision of person,
society or nature.

A chance in my life was the close contact with the
great Bulgarian artist Dimitar Kazakov—Neron. Often
when conversing, he took a piece of soap, softened it and
from his fingers, just like at a play, sculptural miniatures
in Kazakov style were born. I cast them in bronze and

showed him these amazing plastic tales. I continuously
begged him to make something larger, but he never
listened, immersed in his kaleidoscopic world. Weeks
passed, I gave up insisting, and one day Neron grabbed
a sheet of paper, in a few seconds sketched an extraordi-
nary figure and said: ,Bring me the clay and I will model
the shapes.“ However, life cannot always be predicted
and the clay got dry without the artist. The drawing
remained. I felt guilty. After several years I asked with
embarrassment the sculptor Valentin Starchev if that
drawing could become a sculpture. Great artists are not
really selfish. Thus, the world of plastic art was enriched
with an extraordinary work by Kazakov/Starchev called
Thracian Madonna, now available for admirers of this art.
I hope this exhibition to give even more confidence
that European classical art is the “olive tree” on which
the Bulgarian modern plastic art is grafted. Placed
together in the glass box of UniArt Gallery, they are
not exoticism, but a human feast of spirit.

The reasons for setting up a collection of works of art
may vary and are determined mainly by the nature and personality
of the collector. Sometimes curiosity, friendly recommendation or
spiritual hunger for communication with objects bearing the
emotional charge of their makers become the cause and start
a new passion.

The UniArt Gallery at the New Bulgarian University
was opened in May exhibiting works of art donated by Bozhidar
Danev'. The exhibition is perceived as a natural symbiosis between
Western European and Bulgarian art. It successfully combines
works of the Flemish and Dutch painting school (XVI-XIX cen-
tury) with Bulgarian sculpture from the last decades. These are
works of different kinds, of different origin, made with different
culture of creation and in a wide time span. Seen in this way,
the collection reveals a collector of erudition and a socially
responsible donor.

The works of Valentin Starchev, Velichko Minekov,
Pavel Koychev, Krum Damyanov, Boris Gondov, Vezhdi
Rashidov, Stefan Lyutakov, Ivan Slavov, Emil Popov and Velislav
Minekov are the backbone of this sculptural collection. The small
plastic works created by the artists Dimitar Kazkov and Emil
Stoychev are also intriguing. Collector and sculptor are related
to each other not through established personal contacts and
affections, but also through the modern, original and rich artistic
language of the authors. The sculptures sent in remind of some
tendencies in Bulgarian art in recent decades — conditional form,
spatial dynamics and spread out composition. The works are char-
acterized by the diversity of materials used (bronze, brass, wood,
gesso, mosaic, cement, polystyrene) and bear that confidence of
hand and explicitness of realization that could only be acquired
with experience and clarification of ideas accumulated over the
years. The expressive plastic presentation of the artists comes to

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life in the works of Boris Gondov — Flight, Valentin Starchev —
Motion and Krum Damyanov — The Scoundrels. In their works
there are very powerful human emotional states, captured and
drawn from the core of the material. In both sculptures, Torso
and Statue by Velichko Minekov, as well as in Bathing and Torso
by Valentin Starchev, the nude body is the subject of the
artists” attention. Minekov attempts and reduces volumes down
to a total synthesis, but with soft and expressive forms enclosed
in a calm and graceful line. Contrariwise, Starchev can not back
away from his own emotiveness and draws out of the material
images that are filled with hidden breaths and movements.

The work Thracian Madonna has an interesting background.
All started with a drawing (1987) by the artist Dimitar
Kazakov which had stayed long enough in the cupboard. At the
beginning of the new century Bozhidar Danev proposed to the
sculptor Valentin Starchev to make on it a plastic form and to
mold it of bronze. Such a challenge requires a dose of courage,
reinforced by creative confidence. Apparently Starchev had seen
something beyond the drawing of Kazakov that enabled him to
breathe life into it in a different way from the thoughts of the
original author. The sculptor had followed the idea of the artist
and had strictly carried out the task as far as possible in detail,
but it is clear that two creative energies intertwine and
complement in this work.

Man is of interest also for the sculptor Pavel Koychev, but in
a different way. Attracted by the challenge of volume the author
recreates the idea of universal family and human relationships in
the composition Family. The scale of the work invigorated by the
snow white colour of polystyrene, enhance the impression of the
composition. In Carter, the artist has carved the internal tension of
the stout and strong body, which moves in harmony and rhythm
with the invisible chariot. This is the only work where the sculptor
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like a director ‘dresses’ the figure in red and blue making a theatri-
cal image to conquer the stage where the action is running.

Pavel Koychev's work Inhabitation is also curious. The shape of
bronze looks primitive. That was the initial idea of the sculptor,
when in 2001 he made it of natural materials — wood and cattle
dung — as an imposing project — erected on the square in front
of the Presidency Building in Sofia. By and large, Pavel Roychev
likes to surprise, to provoke and is not afraid to ridicule. Inhabita-
tion is a result of an inner state of mind when the spirit grows
and finds food for thought and coalescence with the universe.

It is impossible to confuse the tact and also the explicitness
of impact with which Stefan Lyutakov manages to reproduce
his ideas in the works Pain, A Man Watching Ants, Cain and Abel,
Earring, Seven as One. Their interpretation is unexpected, strong,
original and beautiful in a perfectly modern way.

Among the artists for whom the creation of form and filling
it with content comes spontaneously and from the depth of his
feelings is the sculptor Emil Popov. It is a gift to be able to recreate
the power and beauty of nature equally well in the work Animal
and in the elaborately composed Ballerina. Similar is the Ivan
Slavov's work A Girl at the Window in whose anonymous image
are recreated the intimacy of the moment and a lyrical state
of mind. Velislav Minekov is presented with the works Hope
and Balance. As though untouched by human hand, the bronze
together with the interpretation of the themes chosen by the artist
introduce a slight touch of surrealistic expressivity.

A Portrait of the Artist Emil Stoychev is a work of the sculptor
Vezhdi Rashidov, known for his expressive hand and the skill to
recreate truthfully images, personal states of mind and moods. The
other sculptural portrait is a work of the painter Emil Stoychev
portraying the Artist Raphael Mihaylov. The miniature portrait is
of interest with Stoychev’s attempt at another genre of visual art.
For the first time this artist, so exact and zealous in his approach
to his art of painting, shows interest in sculpture. The collection
contains another two of his attempts sought in the field of human
form as a result of creative imagination and play with the material.
The three plastic works were made of clay at the end of the
70s of the last century.

BULGARIAN SCULPTURE

Dimitar Kazakov—Neron is another artist who loves to experi-
ment with means of expression not only in painting. He is at-
tracted by materials with texture, which challenges the artist's
imagination. Thus, more than three decades ago in his studio came
to life the small ‘painted’ Impressions. These are the images that
have come from another world, refracted through the prism of our
folklore, myths and legends that engage the mind of the artist
throughout his artistic career.

Gathering art objects in a collection is an open and in a sense
dynamic process that reflects subjective tastes and creative
attitudes. Therefore, the sculpture collection in the UniArt Gallery
will surely change its appearance and purpose to get more
complex content and inspiration in time.
